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STAINBY CCVT C-o-C REPORT 
 

I always enjoy laying out at Stainby because thereôs always plenty of land to go at, 
that is when itôs not been very dry for some time and every hill can be driven up 
without problems.  From normally being the wettest site we use one small drop of 
water and a couple of mud holes was a new experience.  It also meant the ground 
was even harder to get the canes in (if thatôs possible). 
 
Special thanks to Chris who took his fair share of hammering the spike in and got a 
blister (these office types)!! 
 
We tried to use the land differently and managed to find a few new descents and 
climbs although to achieve a good finish was difficult on some sections because it 
was so dry. 
 
It actually managed to rain on Friday afternoon and for once I was hoping for plenty 
but it didnôt happen but the only thing it did was become extremely cold for the time 
of year. 
 
Saturday was no better but we had ten entries (about the norm) but I admit to being 
a bit worried if the sections were hard enough. 
 
Donald put in a sterling performance finishing the day on 6 points and with a score 
range up to 66 and all sections cleared by someone except Section 3 I was very 
satisfied. 
 
Section 3 also saw the only minor breakdown of the day when Woody, trying to get 
through the 3 gate had his motor teetering on three wheels.  It seemed to develop, 
not so much of a squeak but more of a whimper.  It continued to make this noise 
throughout the rest of the day but only on ascents, descents and side slopes.  On  
the flat it was fine! 
 
Woody didnôt seem too concerned as he had narrowed the source down to the 
passenger seat area and he thought lubrication with red wine would solve the 
problem.

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STAINBY RTV ï 20 JUNE 2010 ï C-o-C REPORT 
 
We arrived at Stainby on the Friday to start laying out the RTV sections for Sundayôs 
competition. I had my 90 and Simon his Lightweight and Bertie provided the 
ñmuscleò power to help drive in the spike into the Stainby concrete-like ground. If we 
could drive the sections with both motors, this would be a good indication that they 
were driveable for both Defenders and Series vehicles.  
 
On arrival we were met by Tony and Chris Birch, who were laying out the CCV for 
the Saturday.  They told us ñitôs a bit dryò and ñyouôll have to search around for some 
sectionsò ï they were not wrong. This was the driest Iôd ever seen the Stainby site; 
normally very easy to lay out sections in the water holes and wet, slippy grass 
banks. For this weekend there would be more grip than you could ever expect. It 
was also very cold and windy - whatever happened to global warming?? 
 
It took quite a while of walking about, assessing what ground there was and 
avoiding the CCV sections before we even laid out the first section.  We decided 
that it would be best to lay out 5 sections on the Friday and use parts of 5 CCV 
sections to lay out the remainder on Saturday. We drove all the sections with both 
motors and Bertie drove them in my 90 ï as heôd only just passed his driving test 
and had not competed in an RTV before, this would give me a good indication as to 
how the less experienced drivers would find the sections. 
 
We certainly struggled to find some good sections and could only get four laid out in 
areas I have previously laid out at least six. We did manage to find some semi-
slippery grass slopes so used these for a couple of sections but had to use some 
fairly rough bumps and humps to provide reasonably competitive sections. Also, I 
had to include some cross-canes, just to make the sections competitive. However, 
with all the grip available, I could use some steep climbs and descents and include a 
lot of challenging cross-axles, which worked to good effect. Halfway through the 
day, the light rain and drizzle arrived which made some of the sections weôd laid out 
very difficult to drive. However, the forecast for Sunday was sunny intervals and 
warm, so we left the gates as they were and hoped it did not rain on Saturday night. 
 
On Saturday, we were able to get onto the ground where the CCV sections had 
been and use some of the CCV gates.  This saved the laborious task of trying to 
hammer the spike into the ground for every cane. Also, where there are normally 
deep water holes, there was now very gloopy mud, which was a bit smelly!! This 
gave us more opportunity to create some interesting sections and make sure that 
no-one would leave with a clean motor. 
 
On Sunday morning, I went round the sections to check that they were still driveable 
and, to my dismay, the slightly warmer weather and a light breeze had completely 
dried out some of the difficult grassy slopes. I then had to swiftly move a few canes 
to make life a bit more difficult for the drivers. 
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After scrutineering, (thanks to Andrew for all his work), we had a marshals' briefing 
and driverôs briefing and were ready to start the first section by 09:45. Section 1 
proved more difficult than I had expected, with no-one getting a Clear and Steve 
Woods getting caught out by a cross-axle which some of the Series motors cleared. 
Although there was plenty of grip, some of the slopes threw a few drivers off-line 
and they couldnôt recover for the next gate. 
 
Section 2 started with a very steep descent, a U-turn and climb over a cross-axle, 
which was very difficult on Saturday, but which most drivers had no problems with. 
The section finished with a hill climb to a tight right turn. A good mix of scores from 
Clear to 12 on this section.  
 
Section 3 had a series of climbs and descents to a side-slope finish onto grass ï 
again, very difficult to drive on Saturday, but for those who reached the end of the 
section, it proved far easier. Surprisingly, Andy Slater managed to find a cross-axle I 
hadnôt even considered before he even got to the 12 gate. 
 
Section 4 caught out half the drivers on the cross-axles on the spoil mounds.  This 
was another section I had to tighten up as it was easier to drive on the Sunday. For 
those who got through the spoil mounds, the remainder of the section provided 
easier, with a steep descent, turn and climb to the finish.  Steve Wood seemed to 
have a problem with knowing how wide his front bumper was as he stopped short of 
the 6 gate, only to discover he could have driven through it. 
 
Section 5 was all the way back near the caravan site, but handy for lunch.  Lots of 
mud, which caught out a few drivers if you didnôt take the right line. Several climbs 
and descents into the mud and a cross-axle at the halfway point. 
 
Section 6 was over the far side of the site and consisted of a short descent and 
climb into a series of tight gates in and out of the water.  Although the gates were 
small, the earth bank acted as a rear-steer and pulled the vehicles round. However, 
the outer bank did catch a few drivers who did not turn quickly enough when they 
dropped into the water. 
 
Section 7 started on the far side of the site and finished with a series of steep side-
slopes that had to be taken very slowly but, again, there was plenty if grip. A few 
drivers struggled on the mid-point climb, but it required bit of momentum and speed 
to get up it. 
 
Section 8 was a series of steep climbs and descents through, which is normally, a 
very muddy area.  However, it was very dry and provided ample opportunity to use 
some of the steeper hills that are normally used for CCV competitions. Steve Wood 
had a problem at the 4 Gate, but 2 Series motors managed to get Clears ï well 
done Kev and Andrew. 
 
Section 9 caused me a few worrying moments when drivers turned too late to enter 
a gully and a steep descent which resulted in their vehicles being across the gully, 
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facing along instead of down the hill, with 2 wheels lifting and a steep drop to the 
driverôs side. Turning early would have not caused this problem so I was pleased 
when the remaining vehicles safety negotiated this gate. The finish was tight and 
required you to keep the driverôs side wheels on a small ledge and turn tightly right 
to the finish. On the Saturday, the grass was wet enough to allow the rear wheel to 
drop and so turn the vehicle. On the Sunday, it was very dry and no such assistance 
was available; however, Steve did manage to hub the one gate for a Clear. 
 
Section 10 was through the mud run and round a series of tight turns, but the high 
banks helped the vehicles round.  It was finished by a side slope descent and climb 
to the finish.  Most drivers elected to drive at straight at the final climb, which meant 
that they hit the left-hand one cane.  Steve Wood again stopped short of the one 
gate, only to find out that his bumper would have got through OK ï he must have a 
ñsizeò issue?? However, a diagonal approach to the finish was needed and Mick 
Wing successfully cleared this section. 
 
Overall, the scores varied from 9, (congratulations to Chris Birch), to 86 and on all 
but Section One, at least one driver managed to get a Clear.  My thanks go to 
Simon as Asst C-o-C and to Bertie for helping lay out the trial and to Simone, Steve, 
Richard and Jack for helping on the day.
