26. Miscellaneous

(m) It is strongly recommended for all competitors participating in single venue
competitions to have available at their paddock base, and for multi venue
competitions to carry within their vehicle a self contained spill kit capable of
effectively absorbing minor spillages of up to 1.5litres of all vehicle fluids 7 oils,
fuels, coolants, battery acid. Used spill kits are to be disposed of in accordance
with local or National guidelines.
