Check out what you can do with it:  
 
FIRST  
Emergency  
The Emergency Number worldwide for  mobiles  is 112. 
 
If you find yourself out of the coverage area of your mobile network and there is an 
emergency, dial 112 and the mobile will search any existing network to establish 
the emergency number for you, 
 
This number 112 can be dialled even if the keypad is locked.  
 
SECOND 
Have you locked your keys in the car?  
 
Does your car have remote keyless entry?   This information may come in handy 
someday.  
 
If you lock your keys in the car and the spare keys are at home, just call someone at 
home and ask them to get your spare key and their mobile phone.  Then hold your 
cell phone about a foot from your car door and have the person at home press the 
unlock button on the spare key, holding it near their mobile phone. 
 
Your car will unlock and saves someone from having to drive your keys to you. 
 
Distance is no object. You could be hundreds of miles away but if you can reach 
someone who has the other 'remote' key for your car  you can  unlock the doors.

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INSURANCE FOR LEARNER DRIVERS 

 
Having struggled to find insurance for my eldest son whilst learning to drive, I came 
across several companies who offer insurance for Learner Drivers only that may be 
of interest to you.  The insurance offers I found are for Learner Drivers only, for the 
period before they pass their test.  Once they have passed their test, the insurance 
is no longer valid. You are able to take out insurance in periods of one month to 
three months, usually getting a refund of any ñun-usedò premium once the learner 
driver has passed their test. You are also able to insure learners on cars that would 
normally be far beyond the insurance cover of normal, full-time, policies. Moreover, 
once they have passed their test, the cost of insurance is then, marginally, cheaper 
and more affordable. 
 
These policies work because the car has to also be insured by another person, 
usually the parent, so the Learner Driver insurance is only needed when the car is 
been driven by the learner. Therefore, main risk on the vehicle is covered by the 
ownerôs policy. The learner policy is fully comprehensive and if a claim is made on it, 
if does not affect the owners main policy on the vehicle.  Most of the policies require 
that the accompanying driver must by 25+ years old, but they do allow learners to 
drive cars valued up to £20,000 and Group 15/16. The average costs are about £85 
per month for this policy, with discount if you take out a 3-month term. Some 
companies even off cover to Learner drivers for periods on only 1 week.  
 
This scheme works on the fact that the car must already be insured and the Learner 
Driver will always be accompanied by an adult; normally the parent. You can find 
details on the web by searching for ñLearner Driver Insuranceò.  I must state that Iôm 
not on commission to mention these insurance offers, but I found it amazing that, 
although I could not insure Bertie on my 90, because of the ñQ-plateò, I could insure 
him as a Learner, to drive my Range Rover Sport !
